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Purpose
This seminar focuses on how the governments of Eastern Europe and the Newly Independent States have responded to their political, economic and social upheavals.  We will pay particularly close attention to common themes that have been important in virtually all of these countries, including: constitutional development, legislative-executive relations, the development of intergovernmental relations within the countries, controlling the bureaucracy, reforming governmental budgetary systems, and the evolving institutional roles of the legislatures, and the executive branches in their new governmental systems.  The seminar will adopt an approach that democracies and market economies are not guaranteed within these countries.  Instead, they represent fundamental options for political and economic reforms which may or may not come to fruition depending to a large degree upon governmental action.

The primary objectives of the course are to: introduce students to the literature and issues associated with governmental reform in Eastern Europe and the NIS; apply context-appropriate analyses to research and governance problems; critically examine theoretical approaches to governance; and encourage students to develop (or refine) their practice and/or research agendas related to governance in Eastern Europe and the NIS.

Format

The course will be conducted as a seminar.  Students and the instructor will engage in a joint analysis of the issues, strategies, and problems confronted by policy makers and citizens engaged in institutional reform processes.

Procedure
Class activity will include assigned readings, study of assigned cases, comments by the instructors which will supplement the readings, exercises, and class discussions over all aspects of the course.  In each area we will want to focus on some of the major issues and problems confronting nations of Eastern Europe and the Newly Independent States and conduct our own analysis of them.

For master's students, the course will be based 15% on class presentations, 10% on class session contributions, 20% on the midterm examination, 10% on a course paper proposal, 20% on the final exam and 25% on the course paper.

For doctoral students, the course will be based 10% on class presentation, 15% on class session contributions and on readings memos, 20% on the midterm examination, 10% on a course paper proposal, 20% on the final exam, and 25% on the course paper.

Make-ups will only be given for those students who become ill or have a death in the immediate family.  Papers which are one day late will have the grade lowered one-half grade; two days late, a full grade; and more than two days late a grade of 0.0 will be given.  No incompletes will be given.
